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The attractive city of Stratford-upon-Avon is an essential place for tourists from all countries
to visit. And the simple reason is because in 1564 William Shakespeare! was born there.
Shakespeare was a creative poet and playwright, and his plays have lived on through the
centuries. They have been performed on stage, made into movies, and are still reading
for students in schools. One of his plays, Romeo and Juliet, presents the problems a young
couple encounter because of differences in their social positions.

The theme occurs in many movies. In Robert Wise’s West Side Story? (1961) the
couple in love were from rival New York city gangs. In Titanic® (1997) Jack, played by
Leonardo DiCaprio, and Rose, played by Kate Winslet, were characters from opposite social
classes.

A very different but popular writer was Agatha Christie* (1890-1976). She wrote
plays and more than 50 detective® novels. She created the famous detective known as Hercule
Poirot. Her technique for making a mystery story was to set the scene of a murder in a
limited place, with a limited number of possible suspects. The reader has to piece together all
the signs in order to discover the murderer’s .

She used this technique in the movie Murder on the Orient Express (1934) and also in the play
The Mousetrap, which has been running in London since 1952. Once you begin reading her
stories, you could become so fascinated by them that you might turn into a bookworm®. So, be
careful!
