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I discovered the classical world when | was about twelve years old. Although | had studied
ancient history, the classical world seemed distant, foreign and, to my young mind, dead.
[ A ] Then I read Thomas Bulfinch’s classic on mythology'. This book inspired my
imagination as | read the tales about the adventures, the loves and the competitions of the
ancient gods. | was transported back to the magical, wonderful and sometimes frightening world
where the gods battled with each other, often at man’s expense. Bulfinch made the classical

world come alive for me.

At twelve, | | 45 | the importance of this discovery. Later | realized that these

‘myths’? form an essential part of Western culture. As | read, | found numerous references to the
classical era. As | traveled through Europe, especially Italy, I saw the visual traces of the
classical world.

Today classical studies are not popular in American education. [ B ] Ancient history has
all but been forgotten. As a result, most American students arrive at college with, at best, a
small amount of information about the classical world. Some discover it in literature, history or
art classes, but others end their university years with no exposure whatever to the classical
period. They may insist that the adventures of the gods are no longer important in today’s world.
But they forget that much of our Western culture cannot be fully appreciated without some
knowledge of the classical era.

[ C ] Many people would be surprised to learn how often gods walk into their daily lives
at the most unexpected moments. Their morning cereal, for example, is named after Ceres, an
ancient god of agriculture. The name for the element uranium comes from Uranus, the Greek
god of the heavens and the father of a race of gods called the Titans. A person or thing of
unusual size, strength or power is often called a titan. The adjective® titanic means gigantic®.

After this brief glance at the gods, it is obvious that the memories of the classical world
survive. In many cases, they have become such a part of our cultural tradition that most people
do not remember, or perhaps never knew, where they came from. [ D ] It is good to know

these words and phrases, but it is even better to know where they came from.
