Travelling over the ice by means of skates originated in Northern Europe more than a 

thousand years ago. The first skates were made of wood or bone and were used to help the 

wearer travel and hunt.  

In the 1500s, iron blades were invented by the Dutch. Soon after that, boots were 

manufactured with snaps, which made it easy to put on and take off the blades.  

At first, speed skating was the most popular ice sport, but then one woman from Norway 

made figure skating world famous. Her name was Sonja Henie, who was later to become a 

well-known Hollywood film star. She won 10 world figure skating championships, and no one 

has ever matched her record of three Olympic gold medals in figure skating.  

Dancing on ice has always required great talent, but sometimes real guts are needed too. 

Look at Japan’s 2006 Winter Olympic champion Shizuka Arakawa. She was the oldest Olympic 

champion in 80 years at age 24. After a poor performance at the 2005 World Championships, it 

looked as if she was on a downhill slide. She refused to give up, doubled her efforts, and won 

Japan’s first Olympic figure skating gold medal.

Almost all mammals can swim by instinct, but humans have to learn how to swim. 

Swimming is indispensable for those involved in marine activities such as diving and 

spearfishing.  

In addition, swimming can be for recreation, exercise and sport.  Swimming was not an event 

in the ancient Olympics, but it has always played an important role in the modern Olympic 

Games that began in Athens, Greece in 1896. It is interesting to note that swimming 

competitions for the first four Olympics were not held in pools. They were carried out in open 

waters such as the Mediterranean Sea and the Seine River.  

The most spectacular and unexpected success in swimming at any modern Olympics took 

place in 1932 in Los Angeles. The mighty American team seemed invincible, and everyone 

expected them to win the lion's share of medals.  Against all expectations, the careful planning 

and specialized training of the young, teenaged Japanese swimming team blew all the other  

swimming teams out of the water. The Japanese men won five gold medals, four silver and two 

bronze, taking home an incredible 11 out of a possible 18 medals.
